III. 
PUBLIC PARTICIPATION 
Gary Bolles, 28 Burdon Lane – He wanted to remind the Town Council that years ago dirt had been dumped at Garfield and Willard due to the softness of the ground. Newington had been built on a swamp and wetlands ran throughout town. The Mill Pond Falls and Park were wetlands and once wetlands they were always wetlands. 
Gail Budrejko, 21 Isabelle Terrace:  She was concerned about residents receiving an email from a department employee with a vested and direct interest in the outcome of the project who used town resources and a mailing list to generate support and attendance at the public hearing. She felt the actions of the employee were inappropriate  and an unethical use of Town resources and felt the employee should be spoken to and the department head disciplined. 

Rose Lyons, 46 Elton Drive: She wanted the Council to consider changing some verbiage in the resolution. She wanted to see it read: “Resolution authorizing an appropriation of $30,373,970 for Town Hall Renovation and the building of a new Community Center.” It would be more transparent and voters would know it was not just a combination of a Town Hall and Community Center project but two separate items. 

Madeline Kenny, 53 Crestview Drive: She agreed with Mrs. Lyons comments but added she felt it was not really a community center since every room had a label and would not serve as a place for gathering for private occasions through rental and other public functions. She felt it would better be called a Parks and Recreation Complex and felt the Town could find a solution to not destroy Mill Pond Park. 
(No name/address given):  She felt there were better solutions as stated by residents at the Public Hearing. The center of the atrium made the hallways look very small as opposed to the big open space with nothing going on. She felt the public should be allowed more time to review the project and six weeks was not sufficient time. 

Beth DelBuono, 327 Walsh Avenue: She wanted to know if there was an allotment for furniture in the new building and if consideration had been given to when the old building was disturbed and possible PCB’s found, which would require extra cost. Mrs. DelBuono wondered about the amount of contingency money in the project and would it be enough to cover any issues that might arise during construction. She was concerned about the impact on wetlands and hoped the Council would consider that. Her last comment was regarding the email sent from a town employee. She wanted to include the following from the email into the record: “It is not necessary for you to speak but you are welcomed and encouraged to do so. The presence of residents, instructors and staff will help to show the public that there is support for this project, which will enable us to accommodate more community use programs and activities. We hope you will consider attending tonight’s public hearing and supporting this project.”  Mrs. DelBuono did not know the person’s intent when the email was sent but was concerned it was an effort to gain public support by using Town resources and that should not be the case. 
Don Woods, 82 Ivy Lane:  He stated 1) double pavilions at Mill Pond – there were two but the gazebo would be taken down in the future. The new pavilion and first gazebo were donated by the Mandell family. The gazebo might be moved to another location dependent on its condition. 2) the number of people who used the Community Center from July 2013 through May 2014 was 44,000. Currently there were more people and activities than the Community Center could accommodate. 

IV. 
CONSIDERATION OF OLD BUSINESS 


A.   Town Hall/Community Center Renovations Project

     
1.   Bonding Resolution

The full text of the proposed resolution entitled “RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING AN APPROPRIATION OF $30,373,970 FOR THE TOWN HALL/COMMUNITY CENTER PROJECT AND THE FINANCING OF SAID APPROPRIATION BY THE ISSUANCE OF GENERAL OBLIGATION BONDS OF THE TOWN AND NOTES IN ANTICIPATION OF SUCH BONDS IN AN AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED $30,373,970, AS WELL AS ESTABLISHING A DATE FOR A REFERENDUM” was provided to each member of the Town Council, and a copy of the full text of the resolution is recorded at the end of these minutes.

Councilor Castelle introduced a motion to waive the reading of the entire resolution and to incorporate its full text into the minutes of the meeting and Councilor McDonald seconded the motion.

After discussion, the motion was adopted by the following roll call vote: 

Council Members In Favor: Councilors Borjeson, Castelle. Dinunzio, Klett, Marocchini, McDonald, Nagel, Mayor Woods

Council Members Opposed: none

(Councilor Cohen was absent)

Councilor Castelle then introduced a motion to adopt the foregoing resolution and Councilor Castelle seconded the motion.

Councilor Klett asked if there were wetlands under the field area proposed for the recreation center would the information be forwarded to the Conservation Commission and was told it would be. 

During discussion of the resolution, Councilor Dinunzio introduced a motion to change the referendum date set forth in the resolution from “August 19, 2014” to “November 4, 2014” and Councilor Nagel seconded the motion. 
Councilor Borjeson stated after listening to the public, he was not comfortable with the August date but was not comfortable with a November date and was unsure how it could be addressed. He felt it had to be moved from August based on what he had heard. Councilor Klett said that at a previous Council meeting she made a comment about being unfair to the public to hold the referendum in August and it was suggested by a Democrat Councilor that Newington was not Europe and the Courant reported she had received a strong rebuke by one of the Council members. Mrs. Klett commented that the public came forward to express their displeasure at holding the vote in August and again strongly supported holding the referendum in November. 

Councilor Nagel agreed with the comments to hold the referendum in November since more people would be voting and it would be advantageous to the Town to hold it in November. Councilor Dinunzio stated the November date would give the Town a very good indicator on how people felt about the project and should maximize public participation.  

Councilor Marocchini commented he was not in favor of the November referendum date because he wanted people to specifically vote on the resolution and only that resolution. It would give him a good indication as to how the Town felt about the project but did feel August was not a good date and possibly a September date would be better.   Councilor McDonald agreed with Councilor Marocchini’s comments. Councilor Castelle indicated a November referendum would be too late since it would take 4 – 6 months to do construction design and get it out to bid. The delay would push the start of the project as well as possible higher construction and interest costs. The goal was to get construction started in March 2015 and by pushing the date, it would not start until the fall. 

Councilor Klett stated by having a November vote it would give the Council feedback on how the voters felt about the project since it was a separate line item on the ballot. Some people might only vote for Governor and Lt. Governor but that would be the worst case scenario. Construction costs, according to what they had heard previously, would not be affected by a November vote. After waiting so long to get started on the project she did not understand why November could not be the date in order to save the cost to the taxpayers of a separate referendum. 

Mayor Woods commented he felt the project would cost more since construction would have to be done through the winter. If they could start in the spring, the construction would be completed sooner than 36 months but with general conditions, would use all the time at a cost of $50k per month. The extra cost of construction would outweigh the cost of a standalone referendum.  

After discussion, the motion failed by the following roll call vote:

During discussion of the resolution, Councilor Castelle introduced a motion to change the referendum date set forth in the resolution from “August 19, 2014” to “September 9, 2014” and Councilor McDonald seconded the motion. 
Councilor Nagel stated the amendment did not meet the wishes of the public but it at least was a fairer time for the public. School would be back in session and that date would be a half day of school as well. Councilor Dinunzio said September 9 would help to get more participation but felt November would have been the better date. Councilor Klett commented it was unfortunate that the will of public was not acted on by the Council and wanted the public to know the only reason she would support the September date was because it was clear the November date was not acceptable along party lines. The Councilor had confidence the voters would do the right thing for the Town. 

After discussion, the motion was adopted by the following roll call vote:

During discussion of the resolution, Councilor Klett introduced a motion to change the language “Town Hall/Community Center Project” set forth in the resolution to “Town Hall/Parks and Recreation Center Project” and Councilor Nagel seconded the motion. 

Mayor Woods indicated the name of the Mortensen Community Center was to honor a man who served as Mayor and State Representative, and he would not be in favor of changing it. Councilor Klett indicated she felt that the former Mayor would agree with the renaming of the center.  Councilor Borjeson said that Councilor Klett’s constant pandering annoyed him and felt she was making it a political issue, which he felt it was not. The Council had to take the responsibility of getting the renovation done. 

After discussion, the motion failed by the following roll call vote:

After discussion, The motion passed and the resolution, as amended, was adopted by the following roll call vote:

The motion was seconded by Councilor Marocchini. The motion passed 8 – 0 (Councilor Cohen-absent). 

B.   OPM Grant: Building Bridges Between Youth and Police Program

Councilor Borjeson moved the following:

That the Newington Town Council hereby approves the acceptance of a grant of $10,000 from the Office of Policy and Management for purposes of funding a Building Bridges Between Youth and Police program and authorizes John L. Salomone, Town Manager, to make, execute and approve on behalf of the Town of Newington any and all contracts and amendments with regard to said grant.

The motion was seconded by Councilor Nagel and passed 8 – 0 (Councilor Cohen-absent).

Regular Meeting,  June 10, 2014
Councilor Nagel asked for the following changes:

1.  Resignations/Appointments: There was discussion on appointing Tom Bowen to TPZ. Councilor Nagel’s name was left off in the vote count and wanted it to be included. 
2. Section X: It was stated he gave a report on the damage to the Library but it was actually Councilor Castelle who gave the report. 

3. He reported about NCTV buying equipment that was required by mandate and the information was not included in the minutes. 
4. His conversation about Attorney Boorman was not included. The Mayor alluded to the fact that Councilor Nagel chose not to contact the attorney but he had contacted him prior to the meeting. They have met since the meeting and wanted the minutes to reflect that. 

The motion to accept the amended minutes was seconded by Councilor Dinunzio and passed   8 – 0 (Councilor Cohen-absent).

X.
PUBLIC PARTICIPATION – IN GENERAL
Rose Lyons, 46 Elton Drive:  She thanked Councilor Klett for listening to her comments and did not consider her pandering. The Town Hall Renovation Committee started out as a Town Hall Renovation Committee. Handouts from the meetings read “Town of Newington New Mortensen Community Center and additions/renovations to Town Hall.” The resolution to the TPZ read “For the Town Hall/Mortensen Community Center Renovation Project.” The authorization for appropriation of $30 million read “For the Town Hall/Community Center Project.” She stated Mortensen was not mentioned and felt the wording should be consistent throughout.   She stated she had a May 9, 2014 memo from John Salomone regarding the timeline for the project and read “Town Hall Community Center Project.” The date indicated was September 16, 2014. Mrs. Lyons felt a lot of time had been spent on a date change at recent meetings but back in May the date of September was fine.  She wanted to know how many referendums could be presented to pass the project, was there a percentage of people who had to vote on the project and was there a minimum amount of time between referendums.  She also questioned the 44,000 figure and wondered how the count was arrived at. 
Beth DelBuono, 327 Walsh Avenue:  She stated she was frustrated at what occurred at the meeting. She felt the number of people who showed up indicated their feelings and the Council did not listen. Mrs. DelBuono was disheartened at the comments regarding pandering by Councilor Borjeson and felt that representing the will of the people was not pandering. 

(inaudible), 51 Crown Ridge: She felt the Town Council did not listen or hear the public during the public hearing. She questioned the number of 44,000 using the programs and felt the Town had not done enough to keep the Library functioning since half of the building was closed due to the condition of the building. She felt people talked about the jewel of Lucy Robbins Library but ignored it and the conditions. She indicated the public came to the meeting to express their views, and hoped the Council listened to what the taxpayers were telling them. 
John Bachand, 56 Maple Hill Avenue: He felt the gym should be torn down and rebuilt in the present location and possibly expand it. The renovation of Town Hall needed to be done but did not feel extras were necessary. The worse part of the plan was building in the park.


Madeline Kenny, 53 Crestview Drive: She agreed the community center should be called the Mortensen Recreation Complex. She was disappointed in the rescheduling of the referendum and thought time was fluid due to vacations, etc. Early September denied the residents the opportunity to understand the project and get questions answered. Mrs. Kenny commented the referendum would cost approximately $26,000 and if there was that money available, did not understand the concern with the increase in costs of the project. 
Gary Bolles, 28 Burdon Lane: He also was upset about the date of the referendum since the people clearly indicated they wanted a November referendum. He said the Council was elected to do what the residents wanted them to do not what they wanted to do. The gym could be torn down and rebuilt in the same location. He also said the community center could be rebuilt at a lesser cost than the $9 million projected in the plan. 
XI.
REMARKS BY COUNCILORS
Councilor Borjeson went to Goodwill Industries and indicated they taught people how to get jobs for free. The opportunity was available through Human Services as well. 
Councilor Castelle felt strongly there were two schools of thought regarding representative government. The first one was the representative was obligated to do what the majority of the voters wanted. The second was that the representatives were required to exercise their best judgment. 

He said the voters had an opportunity every two years to change their representatives. 
Councilor Klett received an email from a resident who said Tilcon had been working from 8 p.m. to 4 a.m. which was interrupting sleep and continued even when police had been called. She asked Mr. Salomone to review the issue and get back to the Council.  She stated she thought if a referendum failed the same one could not be presented but would have to be changed somewhat before another vote. Mrs. Klett asked that the email from the Town employee be sent to the Council since she did not have a copy. Councilor Klett indicated that if the pool was moved it would cost approximately $2.5 million and $250,000 was the additional cost for the playground. Some changes to Town Hall had already been made outside of the budget.  Councilor Klett indicated that if anyone was interested in the requirements for holding a referendum they could look at Section 9 – 369. 
Councilor McDonald agreed with Councilor Castelle’s comments regarding government and felt each Councilor did the best they could to represent the needs of the community.  After listening tonight she realized a small portion of the 31,000 residents in Town wanted a November referendum. The Councilor felt the construction timeline would be impacted if the referendum was delayed to November and agreed to change the date to September as a compromise.  
Councilor Dinunzio did not know if a certain percentage of voters had to vote on a referendum, but he thought there would be a good turnout for it. If it were to fail, he thought 30-60 days was the amount of days before another one could be brought. 

Councilor Marocchini indicated that a new community center for Parks and Rec was required to function during renovations. He thanked the Town Manager and Jamie Trevethan for the presentations done. He was upset the Council could not get together and wondered how some could vote no today but voted yes during the committee meetings. 

Councilor Nagel stated that what was decided at that night’s meeting was not to agree or disagree with the project but was now up to the voters to decide. He did not feel it should be a take it or leave it decision. The September date was doable but would have preferred the November date as requested by the public. 
Mayor Woods thanked the public for attending the meeting and knew that a lot of people left unhappy. He thought the Community Center would have been the project that was supported and not the other way around. In order to renovate Town Hall as the Committee wanted, the decision two years ago was made for it to be a separate building. Many sites were looked at, reconstructing the Center was considered and other ideas were all rejected.  He thought Mill Pond Park was built for recreation and did not feel the new center would take away from it. The Mayor was in favor of the project and thought after it was completed, the residents would agree.

Councilor Marocchini moved at 9:45 p.m. to adjourn and was seconded by Councilor Castelle. The motion passed 8 – 0 (Councilor Cohen-absent)

FULL TEXT

RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING AN APPROPRIATION OF $30,373,970 FOR THE TOWN HALL/COMMUNITY CENTER PROJECT AND THE FINANCING OF SAID APPROPRIATION BY THE ISSUANCE OF GENERAL OBLIGATION BONDS OF THE TOWN AND NOTES IN ANTICIPATION OF SUCH BONDS IN AN AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED $30,373,970, AS WELL AS ESTABLISHING A DATE FOR A REFERENDUM
RESOLVED,
(1)
That the Town of Newington (the “Town”) appropriate the sum of $30,373,970 for costs related to the Town Hall/Community Center project, consisting of (1) the planning, design, demolition, renovation, repair and reconstruction of the Newington Town Hall located at 131 Cedar Street, which shall include, without limitation, (i) the demolition of existing gymnasium space, (ii) the renovation, repair and reconstruction of offices, conference rooms, public areas, lavatories, and storage space and other support areas, (iii) improvements to air quality, ventilation, heating and air conditioning systems, (iv) the replacement and/or removal of core building infrastructure, (v) code compliance work, including handicapped accessibility code improvements, (vi) hazardous material abatement, (vii) the renovation and/or conversion of interior spaces, the making of exterior façade improvements, and the installation of new windows and roofing systems, (viii) room, wall and floor construction and renovations, and (ix) all alterations, repairs and improvements in connection therewith; (2) the planning, design and construction of a community center facility comprising approximately 33,140 square feet in Mill Pond Park, which shall include, without limitation, (i) gymnasium space, administrative offices for the Town’s Parks and Recreation Department, a kitchen, an exercise and dance room, a teen room, areas for day care, arts and crafts, meeting room space, storage space and other support areas, public areas and lavatories, (ii) electrical, mechanical, plumbing, lighting, HVAC system and other building system improvements, and (iii) code compliance work, including handicapped accessibility code improvements; (3) the purchase of furniture, fixtures, equipment and other materials for the foregoing project; (4) on-site and off-site improvements, technology improvements and environmental remediation and abatement work related to the foregoing project; (5) the preparation and printing of bid documents, cost estimate reports and studies, environmental reports, informational materials and other preliminary materials, studies and reports related to the project; and (6) design, demolition, construction, site work, engineering, construction management, architectural, legal, administration, temporary and permanent financing costs and expenses and any other costs and expenses related thereto, all of the above with such changes as the Town Council may approve (the “Project”).  The Town Council is authorized to determine the scope and particulars of the Project.  The Town Council may reduce or modify the scope of the Project if funds are insufficient to complete all components of the Project, and the entire appropriation authorized hereby may be spent on the Project as so reduced or modified.  

(2)
That to finance said appropriation for the Project, the Town issue bonds or notes in an amount not to exceed $30,373,970 (or so much thereof as may be necessary after deducting grants or other sources of funds received by the Town for said project).  The bonds or notes shall be issued pursuant to Chapter 109 of the Connecticut General Statutes, Revision of 1958, as amended (the “Connecticut General Statutes”), including, without limitation, Section 7-369 of the Connecticut General Statutes, and any other enabling acts.  

(3)
That the Town issue and renew temporary notes from time to time in anticipation of the receipt of the proceeds from the sale of the bonds or notes for the Project or the receipt of grants for the Project.  The amount of the notes outstanding at any time shall not exceed $30,373,970.  The notes shall be issued pursuant to the Town Charter and Section 7-378 of the Connecticut General Statutes.  The Town shall comply with the provisions of Section 7-378a of the Connecticut General Statues with respect to any notes that do not mature within the time permitted by said Section 7-378.

(4)
That the Town Manager and the Director of Finance of the Town (the “Officials”) be authorized to sign said bonds or notes by their manual or facsimile signatures and to determine the amounts, rates of interest, dates, maturities, dates of principal and interest payments on such bonds or notes, the form of such bonds or notes; the provisions for protecting and enforcing the rights and remedies of the holders of such bonds or notes and all other terms, conditions and particular matters regarding the issuance and securing of such bonds or notes and to execute, sell and deliver the same, and provide all supporting documentation as may be necessary or desirable to accomplish such purposes and to comply with the requirements of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended, Securities and Exchange Commission Rule 15c2-12, the Town Charter, the provisions of the Connecticut General Statutes and any other applicable provision of law thereto enabling.  The bonds and notes authorized hereby shall be general obligations of the Town secured by the full faith and credit of the Town.

(5)
That the Officials are hereby authorized to designate a bank or trust company to be the certifying bank, registrar, transfer agent and paying agent for such bonds and notes; to provide for the keeping of a record of the bonds or notes; to designate a financial advisor to the Town in connection with the sale of the bonds or notes; that the law firm of Updike, Kelly & Spellacy, P.C., Hartford, Connecticut, is designated as the attorneys at law to render an opinion approving the legality of such issue or issues. 

(6)
That the Officials are authorized to sell the bonds and notes at public or private sale; to deliver the bonds or notes; and to perform all other acts which are necessary or appropriate to issue the bonds or notes.  If the bonds or notes authorized by this resolution are issued on a tax-exempt basis, the Officials are authorized to bind the Town pursuant to such representations and covenants as they deem necessary or advisable in order to maintain the continued exemption from federal income taxation of interest on the bonds or notes, including covenants to pay rebates of investment earnings to the United States in future years.  

(7)
That the Town hereby declares its official intent under Federal Income Tax Regulations Section 1.150-2 that project costs may be paid from temporary advances of available funds and that (except to the extent reimbursed from grant moneys) the Town reasonably expects to reimburse any such advances from the proceeds of borrowings in an aggregate principal amount not in excess of the amount of borrowing authorized above for the Project.  The Officials are authorized to amend such declaration of official intent as they deem necessary or advisable and to bind the Town pursuant to such representations and covenants as they deem necessary or advisable in order to maintain the continued exemption from federal income taxation of interest on the bonds or notes authorized by this resolution, if issued on a tax-exempt basis, including covenants to pay rebates of investment earnings to the United States in future years.  

(8)
That the Officials are authorized to make representations and enter into written agreements or otherwise covenant for the benefit of holders of the bonds or notes to provide secondary market disclosure information, which agreements may include such terms as they deem advisable or appropriate in order to comply with applicable laws of rules pertaining to the sale or purchase of such bonds or notes.

(9)
That the Town Manager is hereby authorized, on behalf of the Town, to execute any contracts with engineers, contractors, architects and other persons for the Project, to apply for and accept state grants to finance the appropriation for the Project, and to execute and file any application or enter into any grant agreement or other obligations prescribed by the State of Connecticut.

(10)
That the Officials are authorized to take all other actions which are necessary or desirable to complete the Project consistent with the foregoing and to issue bonds or notes to finance the aforesaid appropriation.

(11)
That this resolution shall become effective after it has been voted on and approved by a majority of the qualified electors voting thereon at referendum duly called and held for such purpose.

That should the Town Council adopt the foregoing resolution, pursuant to Section C408 of the Town Charter, said resolution shall be submitted to the voters at referendum to be held on Tuesday, August 19, 2014, between the hours of 6:00 a.m. and 8:00 p.m., for a yes or no vote, in the designated voting locations in the manner provided by said Charter and the Connecticut General Statutes, Revision of 1958, as amended, and that the Town Clerk is directed to post and publish notice of such referendum in accordance with the provisions of said Charter and the Connecticut General Statutes, which notice shall state the question to be voted on as follows: 


“Shall the resolution entitled, ‘RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING AN APPROPRIATION OF $30,373,970 FOR THE TOWN HALL/COMMUNITY CENTER PROJECT AND THE FINANCING OF SAID APPROPRIATION BY THE ISSUANCE OF GENERAL OBLIGATION BONDS OF THE TOWN AND NOTES IN ANTICIPATION OF SUCH BONDS IN AN AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED $30,373,970’, be approved?

“Shall the Town of Newington appropriate $30,373,970 for the town hall/community center project and authorize the issuance of general obligation bonds and notes in the same amount to finance said appropriation?

Subject to the approval of the Town Attorney, the Town Council further authorizes the preparation and printing of materials concerning the question approved hereby for submission to the voters at referendum in addition to the explanatory text in accordance with Section 9-369b of the Connecticut General Statutes.
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
